The Competition 

What can you change?  

Please ensure your team members remain the same - these are the people who won the place at the 
event, so we want to see them there! If you are forced to make any substitutions, please contact us to 
explain the reason/s why. 

Your team name must also remain the same, although if you secure sponsorship and would like to add 
the name of your sponsor to the name, this is allowed if we are informed at the time of registration. 
Please remember not to use any variant of the F1 brand (e.g. ‘F1’, ‘Formula 1’ or ‘Formula One’) in the 
team name; refer to the competition regulations (article C2.13) for more information. 

Racing 
 
Your team will need to manufacture one ‘ready to race’ car (please note, F1 in Schools would like to 
keep your car at the end of the event, please let F1 in Schools know if you are not manufacturing a 
‘display car’ and may want your ‘ready to race’ car after the event).  

Portfolios 
 
You must bring one copy of your Design and Engineering and Enterprise portfolios, displayed in printed 
folders, on A3 or similar size. 

Verbal Presentations 
 
Your team will be required to do a live 10-minute verbal presentation; please bring your own laptop with 
HDMI or VGA ports to run the presentation from.

Pit Displays 
 

There will be no shell scheme for your pit displays this year, however, you will be given the option to 
have a standard sized trestle table, please make your selection on the registration form in the email.  
Alternatively, you can build your own display structure to fit in the space provided. Below you can see a 
team using a trestle table (Fulgar) to display their work and a team (DareDevil racing) who have built 
their own structure to display their work. 

Please note, all structures must exist entirely within the dimensions of the booth provided. There may 
not be access to power at each pit display, so please take this into account when completing your design. 
Feel free to come up with alternative ways to power your display that don’t require a socket or ensure all 
laptops etc. are fully charged before the day.
